It is difficult to hold with
this even in the intimate relationships of marriage and
family life because other things become more important to
us than our love of God or one another. It is even more
difficult when we move out to the areas of social and work
life to really live a life of love. This week we are asked to
commit ourselves again to this way of life of love and to
make that our first priority.
