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HOLY WEEK

This is
the week when Lenten penance should be exercised in a
special way by taking this time to journey with Jesus and so
catch his Spirit.

1.   Palm Sunday: From being celebrated to being

forgotten.
2.   Holy Thursday: From giving himself to his

disciples in the Eucharist to being denied by them.
3.   Good Friday: From surrendering himself to God’s

will to feeling abandoned even by God in death.
4.   Holy Saturday: From complete emptiness in death 

to new life.
5.   Easter Sunday: From the tomb to the ends of the earth.

During this Holy Week we journey through all these stages
with Jesus so that he may bring us to new life and hope.
